ARTShare
Information
and Guidelines

The highlight of the convention
is the ARTShare, held on
Saturday night in the historic
Tabernacle. To ensure a safe,
respectful, and supportive
event, we ask that you read and
abide by the following gentle,
but firm, guidelines.

! The ARTShare is limited to
40 members presenting 5-
minute shar es These members
have been given slots based on
the date and time their
registration was received.

I Guests from outside the
convention's paying attendance
are not permitted.

! Photography and recording is
only allowed with the express
permission of the person being
recorded.

! Dress warmly and bring water.
The Tabernacle has no heat.
Restrooms and water fountains
are across the town square.

I If you don't get a chance to
have an ARTShare, we
encourage you to share your art
with friends. Please refrain from
adding your ARTShare to the
Sunday Program.

BEFORE THE EVENT

1. Projection. Artists with
powerpoints, pictures on CD, or
video in need of projection
must see the Technical Director
the afternoon before the
ARTShare to confirm cabling
and software needs. The Tech
Director’s availability will be
announced on Friday night.

2. Audio. Artists with audio
CDs that need to be played must
see the Sound Director the
afternoon before the ARTShare
to discuss your Needs. The
Audio Director’s availability is
announced Friday night.

3. Equipment Available. Baby
grand piano, CD player, LCD
projector for Microsoft
PowerPoint and DVDs, micro-
phone and electric guitar
amplification. Please note that
ther e is no slide projector
available this year .

4. Accompanists. If you need
an accompanist, choose one in
advance. They will need to be
available at the time of your art
share, and will wait with you
atthe “on decR” area.

5. Human Easels. If you are
showing art pieces (e.g.,
paintings, clothing, crafts) and

6. Set-up Time. If you need
more than one minute of set up
time (moving the piano, audio
equipment, etc.), see the Stage
Manager beforehand. Choose
your help in advance and have
your roadies waiting with you
on decR.

7. Don't Forget to Help Others.
We need volunteer stagehands
to help us move things and
operate the Tabernacle light
switches. You will be able to

volunteer for one portion of the
night, and be in the audience
for the rest.

PERFORMANCE NIGHT

1. Anal Line-Up. The final
order of the ARTShares will be
posted outside the Tabernacle at
5:00 pm on Saturday. A large
sign will also be posted beside
the stage.

2. Showtime. Showtime is
promptly at 6:30 pm. We will
have a Master of Ceremonies,
who will announce five shares
at a time. The Stage Manager
will be available to make sure

that your needs are met (CDs
put into sound systems, lights
turned off for projections, etc.).
A timekeeper will be seated in
front and will hold up a sign at
the end of your five minute
share.

3. Be Yurself. If, for any
reason, you decide not to do
your scheduled ARTShare, your
slot is forfeited. You cannot
replace yourself, swap slots, or
transfer your slot to anyone
else.

4. Be Prepared. You are
responsible for maRing sure that
your audio/visual equipment is

worRing, and has been checked
out beforehand by the Technical
Director.

5. Be On Time and Ready to
Go. Due to serious time
constraints, you and your
accompanist, human easels,
and equipment, must be ready
just prior to the time of your
scheduled art share. There is an
“on decR” area in the
Tabernacle for performers who
are next to go on.

If you are not in the
Tabernacle, or ar e not ready
to perform, you will go to the
end of the list and you may
lose your chance to go on.
